As of November 17, Canadian Border Services and the 
IRCC has approved International Students to come study 
in Ontario Schools and School Boards that are approved 
by the Ministry of Education.

What does this mean?  If your student has an active study 
permit, they may return to Canada to study either in-person 
or virtually.  If your student does not have a study permit, 
they can now apply for one.  If you need an updated Letter 
of Acceptance (LoA), please request one and we will 
provide it to you.     

Keep in mind that there is still a 14 day mandatory Self-
Isolation period for students when arrive to Canada.  
Currently we are completing the 14 day Self Isolation 
period in homestay family homes. 

Students that have their Letter of Acceptance and Visa 
approval can travel but will need to travel with the required 
COVID-19 Travel and Arrival Documents, a Travel Letter 
signed from our office and also complete earn a negative 
COVID-19 test before flying to Canada.
